A100 million T Sitting on the banks of the
River Derwent this new complex will offer a
state-of-the-art bus station and two hotels
Holiday Inn and Hilton Hampton. In addition
the development will also include shops and

St Helenis Street

A22 million T The first phase of this Eco-Friendly project will see the development of 40 one and
two bedroom homes developed by Metropolitan Housing Partnership. This first phase is part of a
wider development which will include 180 family homes with a mix of affordable housing and

private sales. First Phase is expected to be complete July 2010.

Derby Railway Station Gateway

The first phase of a proposed multi-million regeneration programme at Derby Railway Station has
taken another step closer with the approval of A1.75 million funding from EMDA and ERDF. The
remaining A50,000 of the A1.8 million scheme will be met by Derby City Council for a transport
station interchange at the station forecourt. An additional A1.3 million funding from EMDA,
Network Rail and the Railway Heritage Trust has been secured to refurbish a derelict building
adjacent to the station and bring it back into use as employment space. Work on both

schemes is expected to start in Summer 2010.

Friar Gate Square

A20 million T This development recently
received full planning permission for two
landmark office buildings that will provide
100,000 sq ft of high quality office space.
Developer Lowbridge (Derby) Ltd will also
provide a pedestrian link to the historic listed
Friar Gate Railway Bridge which could be

brought back into use as new public realm.
